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Dear Parents, 

 Reflecting on what kind of legacy we want to leave our children directs my thoughts  straight to a question 

asked by the Pharisees to Jesus, “Teacher, which is the greatest commandment in the Law?” Jesus replied, “‘Love 

the Lord your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your mind. This is the first and greatest 

commandment. And the second is like it: Love your neighbor as yourself. All the Law and the Prophets hang on the-

se two commandments.” (Matthew 22:36-40) If this is the legacy God wants for us, likewise this should be our goal 

for our kid’s inheritance.

 My thoughts go back to a time when my kids were little and I was having my quiet  

time with the Lord and Chelsea came in as a toddler needing to be with momma and my older 

girls came in and scooted Chelsea out the door explaining that, “mommy would play with her 

later and that mom would help us only if we were bleeding or dying!” I laughed because that 

is probably what I told them. This is funny coming out of a child’s mouth. Nevertheless, they 

knew I was SERIOUS about the time I spent with God and they needed to leave mommy to be 

with God. It was literally a life or death thing for me in their eyes! And in reality, it was a life or 

death thing for me spiritually.  

 I am praying for you as you seek God with all of your heart, soul, mind and strength 

and your neighbor as yourself! You can do it, I know you can! The children will see you and 

how you love God and that will impact them more than anything else you could do in this life.
